Credit Card payment accepted at the  
Fairground’s office.  Entries sent in after July 14th will not appear in the show program.  Pen 
space assigned according to availability. Goat check-in will be from 2 PM to 6 PM Thursday, 
August 3rd.  Original registration certificates must be presented at check-in. Animals are 
released on Tuesday, August 8th. The Superintendent will advise of the exact release time.
